PRESIDENTIAL MEDAL CRITERIA

POLICY No.16

BACKGROUND

The South Australian Clay Target Association Inc. (SACTA) State President is to award a
medal(s) for an outstanding achievement in coaching, administration, or any contribution to, the
sport of clay target shooting in South Australia. The following is a guideline for the assessment of
individual nominations for the award of Presidential Medals outlining both the process and
assessment criteria.

RELEVANT POINTS AND PROCESS

e In October each year South Australian Member Club Secretaries will be invited to provide
nominations for the Award.

¢ Nominations are to be in writing and forwarded to the State Secretary for receipt by 31
December. The letter shall be marked “confidential” on the outside of the envelope and shall
only be opened by the State Secretary or an "Appointed SACTA Executive Member".

e The State Secretary or the "Appointed SACTA Executive Member" will treat the nominations
as confidential and shall only release them to the President.

e The President will request advice from the State Executive on a confidential basis and will
carefully consider such advice.

e State Executive members will keep all details of the nominations and any relevant
discussions confidential.

e The President shall make the final decision on the awarding of the Presidential Medal(s).

e The presentation of the Presidential Medal (s) may be made posthumously.

e The formal announcement and presentation of the medal(s) will occur during the State Trap
Championships.

CRITERIA

+  Outstanding contribution to the sport from Club to State level however may include any
person that contributes to the sport of clay target shooting in any format.

» Generally only one medal to be granted per year but the President may, if the situation is
warranted, grant a maximum of two medals in a year.
